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Tutorial 6

Several tools relating to genome rearrangement have been reported in the bioinformatics literature and made available on the web. Among these are tools named SPRING, ROBIN, GRIMM and an unnamed tool based on an algorithm by Shamir and implemented by Mantin. Each of these has a web-based interface. In this tutorial, you should explore each of these tools, reading the documentation (if any) any experimenting with them, and then write a short report (1 page) comparing and contrasting the tools.

You should save your report as a text document entitled “genome.txt” in a subdirectory tutorial6. You should be able to easily find these tools on the web using a Google search for some combination of “genome rearrangement” “bioinformatics tools” and the name of the specific tool or implementer.
